1. Adherence to the AFMS Code of Ethics assures cq
pliance with most statutes and regulations goverooilecting orj
public lands and encourages respect for privatpgsty rights
and the environment. Clubs are urged to read tHdAEode of
Ethics in at least one meeting every year, to phlile Code fre
guently in the club newsletter, and to compel céamgle on club
field trips.

2. Individuals and clubs are urged to write thedércted
representatives and land use management agenayisopg re-
garding issues of rule making, legislation and ezdment affect-
ing field collecting of minerals and fossils.

3. Individuals and clubs are urged to join andosupac-
tivities of the American Lands Access AssociatidhAA), a
sister organization with responsibility for advargithe interests
of earth science amateurs with legislatures andl lese manage-
ment agencies.

4. The AFMS will receive a report from ALAA at igs-
nual meeting.

5. The AFMS endorses the principle of multiple ake
public lands as a guarantee of continuing recreatiopportuni-
ties.

6. Wilderness and monument designations are incon
sistent with the principle of multiple use. In vi@ithe vast
amount of public land already designated as wiléssrand mon
uments, future such designations should be minitaking into
account the increased demand for recreational typbes, in-
cluding rockhounding, created by a growing popafati

7. In furtherance of the principle of multiple usiee
AFMS believes that laws, regulations and ruleshdistzed by
relevant governmental authorities should be desigoallow
freest possible access to all public lands, coupigd minimal
restrictions on the recreational collection of maig, fossils,
gemstone materials and other naturally occurringerais.

8. A right to collect minerals and fossils on palénds
should be protected by statute.

9. The AFMS urges its members to work with anglor
government authorities to achieve a good workitatienship in
order to improve the “Public Image” of recreationallectors.

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AFMS Conservation and Legislation
by John Martin, AFMS Conservation & Legislation @ha

On November 3, 2011 a bill was introduced in cesgrthat has a large impact
on all 5 states of the Northwest Federation of hfagical Societies. The bill is enti-
tled Northern Rockies Ecosystem Protection Act R B334 and was sponsored |by
Rep. Carolyn Maloney [D-NY14]. The purpose of thi ib to “Designate certain Na-
tional Forest System lands and public lands uniderdrisdiction of the Secretary |of
the Interior in the States of Idaho, Montana, Oreg&/ashington, and Wyoming ps
wilderness and wild and scenic rivers, to providethe establishment of a Northern
Rockies Wildlife Habitat and Corridors Informati@ystem and Program, and for otper
purposes.”

If enacted, this bill will turn 24-million acresf the Northwest Federation's
National Forest and BLM Public land into a masswitglerness. This may have a dev-
astating effect on access to amateur rock, mirardlfossil collecting sites in a fiye
state area.

Access Association recognizes the need to conserderotect our Natural Resourges
and Wildlife Habitat with sensible and reasonaldad. Management Practices, this pill
seems to take that protection to an extreme.
